MW states that OGBA has a total of 15 members, 3 of which are in question.

TA mentions he will look at Tom Hoshels (and his proxy rep.) attendance records

and consult the by-laws on the matter.

A list of meeting places was discussed as KC mentioned Bricktown and it’s

parking problems.

The Education Committee, made up of MW , AS , and CM  said we will use only two librarys, to be decided, and reduce our public lecture series to only two per month.

Library options mentioned were, The City of Moore, The Village and Belle Isle Library.

CM created a new OGBA pamphlet and the committee mentioned other ideas such as ;

A coloring book for kids, sustainable bags with OGBA logo and promoting OGBA seminars to The AIA. The Director of the School of Architecture, Nick Harm was brought up as a possibly interested contact to promote our seminars.

JM suggested the idea of a summer green-kid seminar.

CM then handed out a survey for each company to list the standards, codes and guidelines they use or any certification required in their specific field.  

CM also suggested that OGBA ‘centralize’ their data in one place, (ie.) finances,

agendas, activities, scheduals, committee, dues, past minutes, membership lists.
